Blaine Medical Clinic, cont.  

 

òNoran entered into the negotiations very late and thus hadn't even started their internal strategic 

discussions on the Blaine market when lease negotiations needed to commence.  MSP did a terrific 

job working with both tenants to finalize their space needs and even expanded the building twice to 

accommodate Noran's short and long -term requirements.ó    

 

At 16,000 square feet, Noran Neurologicalõs clinic is designed to house a six bed sleep clinic, imaging 

center, and neurological clinic.    Combined with Minnesota Eyeõs 13,000 square foot clinic with am-

bulatory surgical center, only 4,500 square feet of vacancy in the project remains available for lease.     

 

The current financing conditions made this project more challenging than it had been in years past, 

and required patience from all parties.  Steve Brown explains, òThe project had many ebbs and flows, 

and evolved over a period of time.é MSP did a great job as the quarterback. They established a high 

level of trust and confidence with the land seller, which in the end, was critical to be able to manage 

the delays that were needed to secure the preleasing for the project. Itõs a pleasure to be involved in 

a project like this, and work with people that were instrumental to its success.ó 

 

Mark Davis sees this as a model for other developments to emulate.  òStrong relationships, even when 

you're on the opposite sides of the table negotiating, are why even difficult deals can get completed 

and be successful for all parties involved.ó

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Built by Collaboration: MSPõs Blaine Medical Center 
 

MSP Commercial is pleased to announce that ground has broken on the Blaine Medical Center, a new 34,000 s.f. 

medical office development.  The building is 87% pre -leased, and will be anchor tenanted by Noran Neurological 

Clinic and Minnesota Eye Consultants , both of whom are relocating from nearby offices to a more prominent posi-

tion on Highway 65 and 109 th Street.  

òThis development happened because Steve Brown of NorthMarq, who represents Minnesota Eye Consultants, 

identified the need of his client for new construction, and sought a developer to take on the project,ó explains Alex 

Young of MSP.  

 

òThe ambulatory surgical center that Minnesota Eye required was much better suited to new construction.  To get 

the best facility for his client, he recognized that retrofitting existing product was impractical and expensive.  We 

worked closely with both of our anchor tenants and their representatives.  This was a real collaboration.ó 

 

Steve Brown of Northmarq agrees.  òThe real estate business is still a very personal business.
